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Les questions (1)

Many question words start with “qu”, the fi rst two letters of “question”. Note that, 
similarily, in English many question words start with “wh”.

Que? (What?)
Que fais-tu pendant le week-end?
Qu’est ce que tu fais pendant le 
week-end? 
(What do you do during the weekend?)

Qui? (Who?)
Qui veut un chocolat?
Qui est-ce qui veut un chocolat? 
(Who wants a chocolate?)

Quand? (When?)
Quand vas-tu en vacances? 
Quand est-ce que tu vas en 
vacances? 
(When do you go on holiday?)

Quel/quelle/quels/

quelles? (Which?)
There are four ways to say “which”: “quel”, “quelle”, “quels” and “quelles”, 
depending on whether the noun following “which” is masculine or feminine, 
and singular or plural.

Quel livre lis-tu? 
Quel livre est-ce que tu lis? 
(Which book do you read?)

Quelle matière aimes-tu? 
Quelle matière est-ce que tu aimes? 
(Which subject do you like?)

Quels chapeaux aimes-tu? 
Quels chapeaux est-ce que tu aimes? 
(Which hats do you like?)

Quelles chaussures préfères-tu? 
Quelles chaussures est-ce que tu préfères? 
(Which shoes do you prefer?)

que + il = quel

que + ils = quels

que + elle = quelle

que + elles = quelles
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
